Money, jewelry, silverware, negotia-
ble papers an like valuables, liquids, fragile or perishable articles,
radios and household goods must not be enclosed in baggage to
be checked; and the carriers will not be responsible for such
articles enclosed in baggage.

DOGS and other small household pets are transported in bag-
gage cars subject to tariff regulations. Small dogs and other
small animals (not vicious, odoriferous, or otherwise objection-
able) when carried in baskets or containers, may be taken by
purchasers of Pullman master rooms, drawing rooms, compart-
ments, duplex rooms or bedrooms into the rooms they occupy,
subject to established regulations.
