Children under 5 years of age travel free when accompanied by a 
parent or guardian. However, when one or more children under 5 years 
of age occupy a Parlor Car seat one-half (½) fare rail ticket, in addition 
to the full seat charge, is required. One-half fare is charged for children 
5 years of age and under 12. All persons 12 years and over pay the adult 
fare. 

Responsibility- The Pennsylvania Railroad is not responsible for 
errors in time tables, nor for inconvenience or damage resulting from de­
layed trains or failure to make connections, or for shortage of equipmen~. 
The schedules ao.d equipment shown in this time table are subject to 
change without notice. 

Forwarding of Bagii;age-Passengers are urged to checl: baggage in 
advance so that it may be forwarded on a preceding train. Every effort 
will be made to facilitate the handling of baggage, but the Railroad can 
not guarantee to forward on same train with owner, nor the arrival time 
at destination. 

Baggage Allowance-One hundred and fifty (150) pounds of baggage 
not exceeding one hundred ($100.00) dollars in value for each adult pas­
senger, and seventy-five (75) pounds not exceeding fifty ($50.00) dollars 
in value for each child traveling on a one-half fare ticket will be trans­
ported in baggage cars without additional charge, except for a · nominal 
baggage checking service chs.rge of 35¢ per r,iece of hand baggage and 
75¢ per trunk. 

A charge is made for weight in excess of the above amounts. Passen­
gers also have the privilege of declaring excess value on their bagga~e at 
a charge of thirty cents for each additional $100.00 or fraction thereof over 
that a llowed on their tickets. The valuation declared by one passenger 
may not exceed $2,500.00. 

Baggage-Weight and Liability-No single piece of baggage exceed­
ing 300 pounds in weight or single shipment exceeding $2,500.00 in value, 
will be checked. Free allowance and liability is subject to tariff stipulation 
a.'J to contents, weight and value. 

Storage- A charge is made for storage of baggage left at railroad 
stations longer than the free time limit. 

Free Self Service Luggage Carts are available at Union Station
