All body_bolts shall be threaded for 4y with AS. threads and shall have A.S.A.Regular square
heads and square nuts, helical spring washer,and suitable washers to provide square bearing
under spring washers, and where necessary to bring nuts out from under heod of rail so that they
may be tightened witha standard wrench; all such bolts shall be fitted with headiocks which
shall provide square bearing under heads of bolts.

Head Locks and Washers which contact web of rail shall be as called for on Plan 74139 -( ),
All spring washers shall conform fo The Pennsylvania Railroad Specifications C.E. 7-( ).

No rails which were cut when cold by the use of o high speed friction saw shall be used.

The C.S. floor block at heel of fongue in main track run shall be solid throughout the portion
overlapping the tongue, but the end of the block back of the heel end of the fongue may be
cored out, to provide bolt shrouds and same thickness of metal as shown in Section B-B
