The marking in general consists of painting a black background and
stenciling thereon the letters and figures with white paint, except that con-
crete poles may be marked with black characters without a background.
Al painting shail be applied only to dry surfaces.

Where there are two pole lines, one on each side of the right-of-way
the letters “Y” and “Z” shall be prefixed to designate them as foljows:-

Direction of Tracks “Y” Line “Z" Line
East and West North Side South Side
North and South West Side East Side

Where there is but one pole line no letter is used.
Transposition poles shall be marked to correspond with the designa-

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tion shown on the Transposition Diagram.

Where local requirements demand ownership markings, they shall be
as follows:

If the wood poles do not present a smooth surface at the point of
marking, spacefor the background shall be prepared by removing all splinters,
dirt and rough spots,

All black backgrounds shall be given two coats of paint unless pre-
vious painting makes the second coat unnecessary, the second coat not to
be applied until first is dry. All cracks and season checks shall be well filled.
Usually only one coat of white paint will be required.

The stencil plates shall be made of spring brass U.S.Standard No. 32
gauge, of the sizes shown, the letters and figures shall be of the proportions
as shown on Standard Plan of Letters and Figures for Signs and Notices.
Stencil ties may be made of the sizes and in the positions as determined
by the general practice of the makers. Use stencil brush No. 33 current
issue M*P. Specifications No. 55.
